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CHAPTER ONE

CHAPTER OUTLINE

A concerted effort was made to make Chapter 1 Suite
Glass a unique, ground breaking glass tile and mosaic
program and we pulled out all the stops when it came
to product design. Years of development, and trial and
error have delivered a glass collection whose main focus
is artisan craftsmanship.

1. Colors

- Chapter 1 Suite Glass mosaics are designed
to have minor shade and color variation. The
variances in surface and edge texture are natural
characteristics of this glass. The handcrafted
effects of shallow cracks, indents, and edge
chipping are intentional and once installed add to
the unique beauty of Chapter 1 Suite Glass.

- Available colors: Diamond, Champagne, Hazel,
Silhouette, Boracay, Varadero, Arica, Trikora, Frost,
Mica, and Titanium.

2. Field Tiles
- Traditional 3” x 6” field tiles are available in eight
coordinated colors, with corresponding pencil
liners for use as transition and finishing pieces.

3. Mosaics
- Each satin mosaic in this chapter begins life as

hand poured molten glass and is pressed into one
of our distinctive shapes: 5/8” Hex, 3/4” Penny
Round, Droplet, and a Beveled Elongated Hex.
Color and finishing techniques are then applied
to give each colorway its own unique personality
and bespoke flair.

- The Glisten & Belle Mare Mosaic colors are applied
to the back and then fazed.

- Chapter 1 Suite Glass boasts a healthy lineup
of mosaics, made up of six mosaic shapes in
unparalleled color offerings.

4. Liner
- 3/4” x 8” liner is available in Buff, Polaris White,
Dew, Haze, Diamond, Champagne, Hazel and
Silhouette.

Chapter 2 Vintage Studio® embraces the nostalgia of the traditional 3” x 6” subway tile and expands
upon that tradition, modernizing the classic look, to offer additional sizes and an array of colors that
attract today’s customer. This collection features the classic ceramic field tiles and porcelain mosaics
vital to developing everyday yet timeless installations, offering the go-to essentials to our customers.

Key Features

Chapter 2 features six neutral colors and is segmented into three general categories: field tiles, mosaics,
and trim pieces.

1. Colors
- Chapter 2 is available in neutral tones perfect for designing any type of space. Colors available
include Starry White and Crescent White, the perfect neutral white, Crisp Linen and Crisp
Breeze, a light creamy shade, and Mountain Mist and Mountain Fog, a warm go-to grey.

- To complete the look of your projects, a double bullnose, single bullnose, and rail are available.

- A ramp edge, which complements both the bevel and the flat tiles, is available to finish the
perimeter.

- The quarter round is perfect for finishing off corners and creating seamless transitions.

- Use the cove base to line installations where the wall meets the floor, essential for commercial
projects.

4. Cutting
- A professional-grade wet saw outfitted with a high-quality diamond blade designed for cutting
tiles is recommended. Always cut tiles with the face up.

- For Mosaics only: Mosaics are made with a cotton mesh and water-soluble glue. If the mesh gets
wet the glue will start to dissolve almost immediately. Please follow the instructions below when
cutting with a wet saw:

1. Cover entire mesh bottom with painter’s tape. The tape will protect the mesh from the
water and keeps the tile from moving when cutting.

2. Using a waterproof marker, mark your cuts.

Introduction

Whether hosting a large party or simply relaxing with just friends and family, our new Chapter 5 sets the
perfect scene for your Modern Mixer. The collection was curated with the heyday essence of mid-century
modern design in mind.

Mid-century design stripped away the unnecessary and focuses on keeping things practical and true to
materiality. This retro style embraces the notion that form follows function — highlighting the materials
used rather than making them something they are not, which is also true for the items in this collection.

The Terrazzo elements showcase bits of colorful marble fragments, embedded in minimalistic patterns
for a sophisticated charm. Terrazzo dates back to 15th century Italy, when Venetian workers would use
remnants from upscale jobs to create inexpensive flooring for their own homes and patios. Introduced
in America during the late 1700’s, terrazzo was instantly well received. Many monuments and historic
structures incorporated it in their design.

Large format tiles with a side greater than 15” require additional design measures including tile pattern,
setting bed, expansion joints and increased grout joint size.

Floor Tiles

1. Preparing the Tile for Installation
- Tile should be climatized up to 48 hours in final environment prior to installation.

- Prior to installing, perform a dry layout of the tiles, blending tiles from different cartons to
achieve desired blend of pattern and color variation.

- Excessive dust on the back of the tile can be wiped-off to ensure adhesive bonding, however, tile
dust will bond with recommended adhesive.

2. Preparing the Substrate to Receive the Tile
- Waterproofing membrane should be employed where moisture is present.

- Follow all adhesive manufacturer preparation instructions.

- Mortar set - a minimum of 3/4” thick (sand/pedestal set use minimum 2” thick).
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Setting Material
A high-quality white polymer mortar for large format tile is recommended. Examples of suitable mortars
include:

- Bostik Large Format Floor™ Polymer- Modified Mortar for Large Format Tile
- Custom Building Products Flexbond®-LFT Premium Crack Prevention Large Format Tile Mortar

- Mapei Ultraflex LFT Premium, Large-and-Heavy-Tile Mortar with Polymer

Wall Tiles - should be set with a rapid setting thinset adhesive. Tile should be fully back- butter tile with
1/2” notch trowel to ensure 100% coverage and no voids.

Cutting

A professional grade wet saw outfitted with a high-quality diamond blade designed for cutting tiles is
recommended. Always cut tiles with the face up.

Trowel Size
- A1/2” x1/2” x 1/2” square notched trowel is recommended

- Tiles should be back buttered to achieve a good mechanical bond

Grout Joint
- Wall Tiles - Tile joints must be adequately sized to suit the tile format, substrate, any curvature,
and tile pattern to mitigate lippage. Grout joint size to be at least 1/8” in width.

- Pavers -
¢ Adhesive-set installation - use sanded grout.

» Sand-set installation - use polymeric sand to infill pedestal-set installation - use appropriate 1/8”,
3/16” or 1/4” tabs joint sizing to be at least .5% the longest paver edge but not less than 1/8”.

Grout
- Cementous sanded grout and urethane grouts are suitable

- Staining of Terrazzo may occur if Terrazzo in not sealed prior to grouting when using a darker
color grout. For items that include metal (Trim Transitional Gold, Copper, Silver), we recommend
Prism Ultimate Performance Grout. Be sure to keep the film over the metal accents during
grouting and cleaning, this will prevent scratching and damaging of the metal during installation.

Sealer
A high-quality penetrating sealer is recommended to be applied to the Terrazzo before and after grouting

- For added protection against spills, the clean and seal process can be repeated using client
discretion.

- For natural stone collections, it is highly recommended to blend products from multiple cartons
to ensure a proper uniform look. All issues pertaining to shade variations should be addressed
prior to installation.

2. Rating
- For specific item-by-item shade variation rating, please reference each product-specific web
page on JeffreyCourt.com.

3. Setting Material, Sealers and Grouts
- A high-quality white thinset meeting ANSI 118.4 or 118.11 is recommended for best installation
results. Always check with the setting material manufacturer to ensure suitability of material in
setting tiles. A grey mortar, mastic, or adhesives could stain or alter the color of the product.

- FOR GARDEN PARTY 10” X 20” EMERALD FIELD TILE Jeffrey Court recommends the following
setting materials.

- The proper notched trowel is required to compensate for some minor thickness variations on the
field tiles that are possible with this natural semi-calibrated product.

- As per the Tile Council of North America (TCNA): “For cementitious grout, joints smaller than
1/8” generally should only be grouted with unsanded grout.”

- Grout color is part of the design process and considerations must be made. A grout choice
closest to the color and hue of the tile being grouted can be considered the safest choice.
Contrasting grouts are not recommended.

- A “natural look” penetrating sealer is recommended and should be used before and after
grouting. Sealing before grouting will ease the cleaning process and will reduce the possibility
of staining from colored grouts. Sealing after grouting will ensure that both the grout and
natural stone are protected from daily use. It is recommended that the sealer manufacturer’s
recommended maintenance regimen be followed as part of ongoing care during the lifetime of
the product.
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4. Cutting
- A professional-grade wet saw outfitted with a high-quality diamond blade designed for cutting
tiles is recommended. Always cut tiles with the face up.

5. Cleaning
- Regular sweeping or vacuuming is recommended prior to cleaning with a PH Neutral Cleaner.

4. Trowel Size
- A1/2” x1/2” x 1/2” square notched trowel is recommended

- Tiles should be back buttered to achieve a good mechanical bond

5. Grout Joint
- A 3/16” grout joint is recommended to achieve a seamless look

6. Grout
- Cementous sanded grout and urethane grouts are suitable

- Staining of Terrazzo may occur if Terrazzo in not sealed prior to grouting when using a darker
color grout

7. Sealer
- A high-quality penetrating sealer is recommended to be applied to the Terrazzo before and
after grouting
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8. Care and Maintenance
- We recommend using a PH neutral cleaner for routine cleaning

- Dust mopping or sweeping is recommended to keep the surface clean and free of debris

- Sealing is required as part of the ongoing maintenance of Terrazzo tiles. Refer to the sealer
manufacturer’s guidelines for frequency of reapplying sealer.

Introduction

In the bustling world of design, a collection has emerged to capture the essence of a bygone era.
Chapter 14 The Press® is a tribute to the chaos and simplicity of newsrooms from the first half of the 20th
century. This extraordinary collection of mosaics promises to tell a story that resonates with historical
inspiration and everlasting sophistication.

Born from simple shapes, a 5/8” hexagon and 1/2” square, Chapter 14 is reminiscent of individual dots of
ink set on paper by a printing press. These shapes are used throughout the collection to create designs
and patterns found in the architecture and design of the early 1900s. The mosaic names Daily, Union,
Journal, Register, and Byline are not only an ode to the great newspapers of metropolitans past but also
relate to common design themes found in the thresholds, entryways, and floors of the buildings that
housed these great newspapers.

Unlike the ceramics typically used in this era, The Press is solely made up of glass tile. Each piece is
made using a pressing and firing technique similar to porcelain. This technique allows for a full-bodied
matte color glass that adds an incredibly smooth finish to any installation. Its full-body and durable
construction offer versatility and make these tiles suitable for floor and wall installations.

Key Features
Chapter 14 features strong neutral colors and is segmented into two general categories: Solid Mosaics
and Repeating Patterns.

1. Colors
- The color palette of Chapter 14 offers five colors: White, Beige, Grey, Navy, and Black. These
colors fall in line with the printing and architectural elements found in buildings that held the
newsrooms of generations past.

2. Solid Mosaics

coverage in any of the five colors offered.

« Union uses the 5/8” Hexagon to create visual interest utilizing outlined hexagons.
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* Daily is a simplified pattern whose focal points are the small floral patterns created by small
six-piece groupings of our colored 5/8” hexagon.
» Register is a classic plaid pattern comprised of 3/8” square mosaic chips.

4. Marbled Mosaics
The Press also offers a series of Marbled Mosaics.
- Bulletin Mosaic features 1/2” square marbled pieces for a nostalgic flair. It is available in Marbled
White, Marbled Grey, and Marbled Black.

Chapter 15 is Jeffrey Court’s all-white, natural-stone
line. Classic Statuario’ is about the timeless and elegant
simplicity of honed and brushed white marble, as
well as the use of classic shapes to create remarkable
installations.

Instead use tools that are rubber,
plastic, or some combination of polyurethane/
rubber/plastic to avoid scratching the product
during installation.

- Non-sanded grouts are recommended for use with
Drawn Stone products. However, sanded grout can
be used with care.

We do not recommend installation of Drawn Stone
products on countertops. If tile is being installed behind
a stove, allow for at least 6” of distance from flame.

Drawn Stone products have not been tested for use in
temperatures below freezing.

Drawn Stone is VERY porous. Drawn Stone tiles are
highly water resistant but are NOT waterproof. Drawn
Stone tiles are sealed on all 6 sides, if water seeps in
from the sides or back, it will try to come out the front
and become trapped between the sealer and the stone,
forming blisters. For this reason, Drawn Stone tiles are
not recommended for heavy wet use areas (i.e. shower
pan floors, steam showers). Do not use in any application
where the tiles will be submerged in water.

If properly sealed, tiles may be used in areas with light
moisture (where the product will be splashed but will not
remain wet for extended periods of time).
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Examples of light moisture areas are tub surrounds or
shower walls. A high-quality waterproofing system
suchas the ones manufactured by Schluter® and
LATICRETE® MUST be used. If installing Drawn Stone on
shower wall, keep it at least 12 inches above shower floor
and not on the plumbing wall. It is especially important
to reseal regularly. Follow the maintenance schedule
recommended by the sealer manufacturer. Always test
first on a small sample of tile.

When stone is installed on a concrete slab at ground
level, it is the responsibility of the buyer and installer to
ensure that a proper moisture barrier is in place before
installation.

Drawn Stone is a natural product, and care should be
taken to protect it from harsh abrasive cleaners and
abrasive cleaning tools. Cleaning can be done with a
soft cloth, warm water, and non-acidic soap. Avoid any
care products that contain abrasives, phosphoric acids,
scouring powders, chlorine, acetone or glycolic acids,
and avoid brushes and scouring pads. Never use an
electric scrubber/buffer, any rotary tools, etc. Follow
sealer maintenance schedule recommended by the
sealer manufacturer.

Key Features

Chapter 16 is founded on a white (volakas) marble stone we call Wall Street White. It is accented by four
different color stones that create unique yet sleek mosaic patterns.

1. Colors
- The dominant colorway of Chapter 16 Park Place is a very simple and timeless honed marble,
Wall Street White (Volakas White), that features minimal grey earth-toned veining. This base
stone features four accent colors: Manhattan Sky (blue), Empire Beige, Chelsea Grey, and
Brooklyn Marquina (black).

2. Field Tiles
- This collection offers a straight edge 3” x 9” and a 3” x 6” micro-beveled field in Wall Street

3. Mosaics

Installation Tips

5. Blending and Shade Variation
- To achieve your desired look, Jeffrey Court recommends that you inspect and confirm the tile
and layout prior to installation. Installation of tile constitutes acceptance.

- For natural stone collections, it is highly recommended to blend products from multiple cartons
to ensure a proper uniform look. All issues pertaining to shade variations should be addressed
prior to installation.

6. Rating
- For specific item-by-item shade variation rating, please reference each product-specific web
page on JeffreyCourt.com.

7. General Tips
- Park Place is centered on clean design and subtle contrast with a hint of glam. The beautiful
white honed stone tiles are subtly accentuated by delicate shimmering polished chips that
create finish contrasts. In order to create a consistent eye-catching shimmer, we suggest
including cross or down lighting during the design process. Also, incorporating as much natural
light as possible will accentuate the intricate micro mosaic element which is the special feature
of this series.

- We recommend appointing a professional tile setter who has experience setting natural stone.
Chapter 16 requires the expertise of a qualified and detail-oriented installer. This will ensure that
the investment made to procure this product is also teamed with a proper installation.

8. Setting Material, Sealers and Grouts
- A high-quality white thinset meeting ANSI 118.4 or 118.11 is recommended for best installation
results. Always check with the setting material manufacturer to ensure suitability of material in
setting tiles. A grey mortar, mastic, or adhesives could stain or alter the color of the product.
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- The proper notched trowel is required to compensate for some minor thickness variations on the
field tiles that are possible with this natural semi-calibrated product.

- Chapter 16 mosaics feature tight joints. As per the Tile Council of North America (TCNA): “For
cementitious grout, joints smaller than 1/8” generally should only be grouted with unsanded
grout.”

- Grout color is part of the design process and considerations must be made. A grout choice
closest to the color and hue of the tile being grouted can be considered the safest choice.
Contrasting grouts are not recommended.

- Please Note: Urethane grout was used on the touch boards for this collection. Pre-sealing
any matte/frosted tiles prior to grouting with urethane grout is required. Suggested
recommendation: Aqua Mix® Grout Release.

- A natural look penetrating sealer is recommended and should be used before and after
grouting. Sealing before grouting will ease the cleaning process and will reduce the possibility
of staining from colored grouts. Sealing after grouting will ensure that both the grout and
natural stone are protected from daily use. It is recommended that the sealer manufacturer’s
recommended maintenance regimen be followed as part of ongoing care during the lifetime of
the product.

- The seamless effect of the Metropolitan, Subway, and Terrace on the Park mosaic patterns is the
result of the very tight-fitting assembly. The hydration of the setting materials can cause these
materials to darken as there is little open area for the moisture in the setting material to escape.
The light color will normally return after a day or two once the setting material has thoroughly
dried.

- We strongly recommend using blue painter’s tape to hold the polished dots in place as the
mosaics set (usually 24 hours) - especially on vertical walls.

- ltis also highly recommended to purchase extra dots as these pieces can get separated from
the sheets if the mosaics are not handled with care.

9. Cutting

- A professional-grade wet saw outfitted with a high-quality diamond blade designed for cutting
tiles is recommended. Always cut tiles with the face up.

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When stone is installed on a concrete slab at ground
level, it is the responsibility of the buyer and installer to
ensure that a proper moisture barrier is in place before
installation.

To maintain the beauty and longevity of your natural

stone floor tiles, follow these recommended cleaning

practices:

e Use a pH-neutral cleaner specifically designed for
natural stone to avoid damaging the surface.

« Regularly dust mop or sweep the floor to remove
dirt, dust, and debris that can cause scratches.

¢ Avoid using harsh chemicals, acidic cleaners,
melamine sponges, or abrasive materials that can
degrade the stone’s finish.

Natural stone tiles require sealing as part of their ongoing

maintenance. Proper sealing helps protect against stains,

moisture absorption, and wear.

e Sealing is required, both before and after grouting,
for natural stone.

¢ Use a penetrating sealer to maintain the integrity of
the stone.

« Always follow the sealer manufacturer’s guidelines
for the recommended frequency of reapplication.

When using natural stone tiles in areas exposed to

moisture, consider the following recommendations:

« Honed and polished field tiles larger than 3x3 inches
are NOT recommended for wet floors unless tested
for slip resistance.

* Natural stone is NOT recommended for steam
showers.

e For enhanced safety, we recommend applying an
anti-slip sealer, and refer to the manufacturer’s
guidelines for reapplication frequency.

* Polished stone: Suitable for high-traffic areas but
may require more frequent maintenance to retain its
shine.

Natural stone materials are subject to change over
time due to their inherent properties and exposure to
environmental conditions. These changes may include
variations in color, shifts in surface texture, or alterations
in sheen. Such transformations are a normal part of the
natural aging process and are not considered flaws or
defects. Even stones that have been enhanced or resin-
treated may exhibit similar changes as they acclimate to
their surroundings.

Green marbles—as well as some black and red marbles—
are classified as serpentine-based stones, which have
unique sensitivities, particularly to moisture. Unlike
traditional marbles, serpentine-based stones are prone
to warping, cupping, or curling if they are exposed to
excessive moisture or installed using water-based setting
materials.

To mitigate this, itis critical to consult with your installation
material supplier for specific product recommendations
suited to these materials. In many cases, the use of epoxy-
based thinsets or non-water-based setting systems is
advised to prevent deformation and ensure long-term
stability.

By following proper installation methods, along
with routine care and maintenance practices—such
as sealing when appropriate and cleaning with pH-
neutral products—you can help preserve the natural
beauty, structural integrity, and longevity of your stone
while ensuring safety and durability across a range of
environments.

To ensure a high-quality and visually consistent
installation, Jeffrey Court recommends thoroughly
inspecting the tile, substrate, and layout prior to
installation. Please note that installation of tile constitutes
acceptance of the product’s appearance and condition.
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When installing natural stone, it is essential to understand
that stone does not flex or bend. Therefore, the substrate
must be flat to prevent uneven surfaces and lippage. As
outlined by the Tile Council of North America (TCNA),
the substrate should not exceed a 1/8-inch deviation over
10 feet. Adhering to this standard helps eliminate the risk
of breakage and lippage after installation.

To further reduce the potential for lippage, Jeffrey Court
reccomends the use a tile lippage control system. These
systems help align adjacent tiles during the setting
process, maintaining a consistent plane and reducing the
likelihood of uneven edges. While not a substitute for a
flat substrate, a lippage tuning system is a valuable tool
to achieve a smoother and more professional result—
especially with large-format tiles and natural stone.

Note: All mosaics in this collection have a mesh back.

1. Blending and Shade Variation

- Natural stone is inherently varied and can display a
wide range of visual differences—from V1 (Uniform
Appearance) to V4 (Substantial Variation). This
means that tiles from the same series or color name
can differ significantly in tone, veining, movement,
and texture. Such variation is a hallmark of genuine
stone and contributes to its unique beauty—but it
also requires careful planning.

- To ensure your desired aesthetic is achieved,
Jeffrey Court strongly recommends inspecting and
confirming the tile and layout prior to installation,
as installation constitutes acceptance of the
material as received.

- For natural stone in particular, it is important to
blend tiles from multiple cartons during layout
to achieve a harmonious and intentional look.
Any concerns regarding shade variation or
pattern consistency should be addressed before
installation begins.

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2. Setting Materials, Sealers and Grouts
- For the best installation results, a high-quality
white thinset mortar meeting ANSI A118.4 or A118.11
standards is recommended. White mortar helps
preserve the intended appearance of the tile, as
grey mortars, mastics, or adhesives may stain or
alter the color of light or translucent materials.

- For moisture-sensitive stones, such as serpentine-
based marbles (including but not limited to green,
black, and red varieties) the use of epoxy-based
mortars is strongly recommended. (Please refer
to the Natural Material Characteristics section for
more details.) These materials are less prone to
introducing moisture during installation and help
prevent issues like warping, curling, or cupping,
which can occur when water-based setting
materials are used on sensitive stones. Always
consult with the setting material manufacturer to
verify the compatibility of their product with your
specific tile or stone selection and installation
environment.

- As per the Tile Council of North America (TCNA):
“For cementitious grout, joints smaller than 1/8”
generally should only be grouted with unsanded
grout, and joints of 1/8” and larger should only be
grouted with sanded grout.”

- Grout color is part of the design process and
considerations must be made. A grout choice
closest to the color and hue of the tile being
grouted can be considered the safest choice.

- A natural-look penetrating sealer is recommended
and should be used before and after grouting.
Sealing before grouting will ease the cleaning
process and will reduce the possibility of staining
from colored grouts. Sealing after grouting will
ensure that both the grout and natural stone
are protected from daily use. It is recommended
that the sealer manufacturer’'s recommended
maintenance regimen be followed as part of
ongoing care during the lifetime of the product.

3. Cutting
- A professional-grade wet saw outfitted with a high-
quality diamond blade designed for cutting tiles is
recommended. Always cut tiles with the face-up.

- Waterproofing membranes are strongly recommended for exterior installations and mandatory
for wet areas.

- A 1/2” square notch trowel is recommended.

- Sanded Grout is recommended.

- Use of a grout bag is recommended to fill joints rather than smearing the entire tile surface.

- All installations should include movement joints to compensate for the stresses (settling, thermal
expansion, deflection) inherent in and normal to every installation. Movement joints act as a safety

Concrete Cleaning
- Regular sweeping or vacuuming is recommended.

- Routine cleaning with a PH Neutral Cleaner.

Concrete Maintenance
- The color used in our concrete products is pure inorganic pigment, which is made in the process of
oxidizing metal. Essentially “fading” metal into a pigment powder. The resulting powder pigment
concentrate is impossible to fade. Concrete, on the other hand, does change with time and weather
exposure.

- Clean regularly with warm water and pH-neutral cleanser.

- Do not use acids, alkalis, or other harsh chemicals for regular cleaning.
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- Do not use high-pressure washers as these can change your product drastically without extreme
care. This is especially true prior to sealing when the surface of the tiles is more vulnerable to
abrasion. Mechanical abrasion using sandpaper, power sanders, or rough bristled brushes should
also be avoided.

- ltis also important to understand that although properly sealed concrete tile has minimal porosity
it is still porous. Being porous means, it will absorb the environment around it and will develop a
unique patina reflecting those conditions. Thus, interior applications may maintain their original
look for many years while the look of outdoor installations may change dramatically and quickly.

- The concrete can scratch if subjected to heavy, sharp objects dragged across the surface. Furniture
should have chair glides or felt pads and simply lifting the furniture rather than dragging it over
the floor will help.

— Cover pallets or store them indoors to protect them from the elements and other trades.
